In order to participate as a food vendor in the Sidewalk Arts Festival, you

must obtain a Temporary Food Service License required by the Sioux Falls
Health Department. This information will be mailed to you upon acceptance
into the Festival.




ELECTRICITY
Electricity is available on a first-come-first-served basis. Electricity must be
ordered in advance and is $40 per 110 volts 15 amps, $150 per 110 volts 50
amps, and $150 per 220 volts (limited number available). Please include the
appropriate fees with your application.

The Sidewalk Arts Festival will be using generators to provide power to the
food court area. The generators will be centrally located, so we advise that
you bring at least a 100-foot power cord. The cord should be ample load
carrying capacity to operate

your booth and must have a
grounding pin at both ends.

SALES TAX

Each vendor is responsible for
collecting and paying South
Dakota sales tax. Tax forms will

be issued in the on-site vendor
packet. It is the responsibility of each artist to return payment to
the South Dakota Department of Revenue and Regulation.

RULES
1) List all items you will be selling on the application. The Washington
Pavilion sells canned beverages (soda pop) and bottled water as a
fundraiser. Therefore, you may not sell carbonated beverages or bottled
water. No exceptions. You may, however, sell other non-alcoholic
beverages.
